Installation 
Feed the threaded 

inlets through the 

plinths, ensuring 

the rubber seals 

are in place. 

Hot 

Continue to 

thread the tails 

through the tap 

holes. 

Connect the hot and cold 

water supplies to the 

threaded tails. 

Hot on the 

left, cold on 

the right. 

Cold 

--l----- Rubber Washer 

Backnut 

Slide the rubber washer 

onto the threaded tail 

followed by the backnut. 

Tighten the backnut until 

the tap is held securely in 

place. 

IMPORTANT 

Turn on water 

supply for a few 

minutes and check 

all joints and 

connections for 

any leaks. 

Your tap is now 

ready for use. 



Valve Replacement 

Remove the rear cap 

and grub screw, then 

lift off the handle.

Spout Seals Replacement 
- Isolate water supply before starting! 

Unscrew the 

spout connector.

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Remove the grub 

screw from the rear 

of the tap and lift 

out the spout. 

Take note of 

spout seal 

positions, then 

remove them. 

For replacement seals kit, 

see SPARE PARTS. 

Apply a WRAS approved 

grease to the new seals kit. 

Place the new 

seals kit onto 

the spout 

connector 

and screw 

back into tap 

body.

Outlet Cleaning 

Insert an Ml6.5 W 
key (not supplied) 

into the outlet 

and twist 

to remove. 

(Reverse to replace) 

Check all loose parts 

for damage and then 

soak using a suitable 

solution to de-scale. 

Troubleshooting I 
Symptom Cause Remedy 

Partially closed isolation valve. Open isolation valve. 

Airlock or partial blockage in the Flush through pipework to ensure 

Low Flow supply pipework. removal of debris and any airlocks. 

Partial blockage in the outlet Remove to Clean and soak in 

suitable solution. 

No hot water or Instantaneous water heater cycles Increase water flow rate or pressure 

cycling hot and on and off as flow rate or pressure through system. 

cold is too low. 

Closed isolation valve. Open isolation valve. 
No Flow 

Mains water supply turned off. Turn on mains water supply. 

Temperatures not Inlet pipes have been connected Swap the inlet tails around. 

corresponding incorrectly 

with taps 

General Cleaning I 

Bristan products are made from premium 

materials, with hand polished, 

electroplated, PVD or EPD finishes. 

Your taps or shower should be regularly 

cleaned with warm water, a mild 

pH-neutral liquid soap, and polished with 

a soft cloth.
