Remove wire twist-ties and metal handles
from paper or plastic containers/bags
before placing them in the oven.

Install or locate this oven only in
accordance with the installation
instructions provided.

Eggs in the shell and whole hard-boiled
eggs should not be heated in microwave
ovens since they may explode, even
after microwave heating has ended.

3. The door frame and seal and
neighbouring parts must be cleaned
carefully with a damp cloth when they
are dirty.

This appliance must be grounded. In the event of
an electrical short circuit, grounding reduces the
risk of electric shock by providing an escape wire
for the electric current. This appliance is equipped
with a cord having a grounding wire with a

grounding plug. The plug must be plugged into an
outlet that is properly installed and grounded.

Consult a qualified electrician or serviceman if the
grounding instructions are not completely
understood or if doubt exists as to whether the
appliance is properly grounded. If it is necessary
to use an extension cord , use only a 3-wire
extension cord.

1. A short power-supply cord is provided to
reduce the risks resulting from becoming
entangled in or tripping over a longer cord.

Utensil Test:

1. Fill a microwave-safe container with 1 cup of cold
water (250ml) along with the utensil in question.

2. Cook on maximum power for 1 minute.

3. Carefully feel the utensil. If the empty utensil is
warm, do not use it for microwave cooking.

Materials you can use in microwave oven
Utensils Remarks

Aluminum foil

Shielding only. Small smooth pieces can be used to cover thin parts of
meat or poultry to prevent overcooking. Arcing can occur if foil is too
close to oven walls. The foil should be at least 1 inch (2.5cm) away from
oven walls.

Browning dish

Follow manufacturer’s instructions. The bottom of browning dish must be
at least 3/16 inch (5mm) above the turntable. Incorrect usage may cause
the turntable to break.

Dinnerware Microwave-safe only. Follow manufacturer's instructions. Do not use
cracked or chipped dishes.

Glass jars Always remove lid. Use only to heat food until just warm. Most glass jars
are not heat resistant and may break.

Glassware Heat-resistant oven glassware only. Make sure there is no metallic trim.

Do not use cracked or chipped dishes.

Oven cooking
bags

Follow manufacturer’s instructions. Do not close with metal tie. Make
slits to allow steam to escape.

Paper plates
and cups

Use for short—term cooking/warming only. Do not leave oven unattended
while cooking.

Paper towels

Use to cover food for reheating and absorbing fat. Use with supervision
for a short-term cooking only.

Parchment Use as a cover to prevent splattering or a wrap for steaming.

paper

Plastic Microwave-safe only. Follow the manufacturer’s instructions. Should be
labeled "Microwave Safe". Some plastic containers soften, as the food
inside gets hot. "Boiling bags" and tightly closed plastic bags should be
slit, pierced or vented as directed by package.

Plastic wrap Microwave-safe only. Use to cover food during cooking to retain
moisture. Do not allow plastic wrap to touch food.

Thermometers  Microwave-safe only (meat and candy thermometers).

Wax paper Use as a cover to prevent splattering and retain moisture.

Installation

1. Remove any protective film found on the microwave oven cabinet surface, do not remove
the light white Mica cover that is attached to the oven cavity to protect the magnetron.

2. This oven is intended for built-in use only. It is not intended for counter-top use or
for use inside a cupboard.

3. The appliance can be installed in a 60cm wide wall-mounted cupboard(at least 55cm
deep).

4.The appliance is fitted with a plug and must only be connected to a properly installed
earthed socket.

5.The mains voltage must correspond to the voltage specified on the rating plate.

6.The socket must be installed and connecting cable must only be replaced by a
qualified electrician.If the plug is no longer to accessible following installation,an
all-pole disconnecting device must be present on the installation side with a contact
gap of at lease 3mm.

7.Adapters,multi-way strips and extension leads must not be used. Overloading can
result in a risk of fire.

2.Check Point before Installation
1) Check the 4 screws (Upper 2 pieces, Lower 2 pieces) fixing Trim Kit to the Microwave Oven
whether be fastened.
2) The Front face of Door Panel and the Front Face of Trim Kit should be on even surface.
In case, the two plate surface would not be on even surface,, loosen the screws which is fixing
the Trim. Kit to the Microwave Oven and then adjust the Trim Kit surface.
»*Uneven panel surface between Door and Trim Kit would cause interference of the two parts.
3) Left, Right and Lower, Upper Gap between Microwave Oven and Trim Kit should be even.
Left Gap would be a bit bigger than right Gap.
In case, any gap would not be even, loosen the screws which is fixing the Trim Kit
to the Microwave Oven and then adjust the Gap moving the Trim Kit into the right and left
or up and down.

3.Installation Procedure.

1) Mark a center line of Cabinet on the Lower Plate of Cabinet.

2) Put the Installation Template at the lower plate of Cabinet and align the center line Between
installation template andthe center line of cabinet.

3) Fix the #3 Steel Plate at the Lower Plate of Microwave Oven using 2 pieces of #6 screws as
shown in Figure#8.

4) Fix the #4 Steel Plate at the Lower Plate of Cabinet using 3 pieces of #6 screws as shown in
Figure#9
»* Once Fix the Steel Plate, remove the installation template out of Cabinet.

5) Put the Microwave Oven into Cabinet and insert #3 steel plate into the rectangular hole of #4
steel plate as shown in Figure #10.

6) Push the Microwave oven and Trim kit into Cabinet until Trim Kit touches to the Frame of Cabinet.

7) Fix the Microwave Oven to the bottom of Cabinet using a #7 screw as shown in Figure#11.

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Operation Instructions

1. Clock Setting
When the microwave oven is electrified, the LED will display "0:00", buzzer will ring once.

1) Press "_“ twice, the hour figures will flash.

2) Press "E" and "E" to adjust the hour figures, the input time should be within 0-23.

3) Press 'fTiMERACIGEK ", the minute figures will flash.

4) Press "H" and "m" to adjust the minute figures, the input time should be within 0-59.

5) Press "[TiMerICIGEK " to finish clock setting. ":" will flash, and the time will light.

Note: 1. If the clock is not set, it would not function when powered.

2. During the process of clock setting, if you press "|STOPICEREEI ", the oven will
go back to the previous status automatically.
3.Long press "[TiMerACIOeK " to change the clock

2. Microwave cooking
Press "MiGfoWaVe" the LED will display "700 ", and press 'f# " and "[ " to choose the power

you want, and “700”, “600” ... “200”, “100” will display for each. Press * _
to confirm.

Then press " [# "and " 8 " to set the cooking time from 0:05 to 95:00.

Press“—” to start cooking.
1) Press ['NlicfoWave"” once, the screen display "700".
2) Press "B " once again to choose“ 600 "microwave power. Press * _

to confirm.
3) Then press " [ "and " [ " to set the cooking time, until the ovens displays “20:00”

4) Press‘[START/¥30888E!" to start cooking.

Note: the step quantities for the adjustment time of the coding switch are as follow:

0---1 min : 5 seconds
1---5 min : 10 seconds
5---10 min  : 30 seconds
10---30 min  : 1 minute
30---95 min  : 5 minutes
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3. Grill or Combi. Cooking

Press'Gfill " once, the LED will display"G", and press " i "and " B " to set the
cooking time from 0:05 to 95:00. Press * START/#30866] " to start cooking.

1) Press "Giilll" once , the screen display "G ".

2) Press " [ "and " 8 " to set the cooking time, until the ovens displays “10:00”

3) Press* START/#308E6] " to start cooking.

Note:If half of the grill time passes, the oven sounds, and this is normal.
In order to have a better effect of grilling food, you should turn the food over,
close the door, and then if no operation the oven will continue cooking.

4. Combi. Cooking
Press"€BMBI once, the LED will display"C-1", and press " (€8BIt twice, the LED will
display"C-2", then press " [l "and " B " to set the cooking time from 0:05 to 95:00.

Press“START/FS0SEE]" to start cooking.

1) Press "GBMBI " once , the screen display "C-1".

2) Press " [ "and " B " to set the cooking time, until the ovens displays “10:00”

3) Press{START/#B0SEE!" to start cooking.

2)Press" Bl "and" B "to select the weight of food from 100 to 2000 g.

3) Press " _ to start defrosting.

7. Defrost By Time
1) Press "[DEffeSH' twice, and the oven will display "dEF2".

2) Press " B "and " " to set the defrost time.

3) Press 'SIIARI#308EEN " to start defrosting.

8. Menu
Press"[{féAll " once, the Led will display "P1", then press " |[JigRlll " to choose,

and "P1" to " P8" will display, which means cake, pizza, soup, meat, pasta,

vegetable, potato and reheat. Press _ to confirm.
Then press " B "and " B " to choose the default weight as the menu chart.

Press ' [START/AS0see! to start cooking.

Example: If you want to use "Menu" to cook vegetable for 400g.

1) Press" [{ighll " once, the Led will display "P1".

2) Press" [{figflll " to choose " P6 ". Press * [START/#808EEN" to confirm.

3) Thenpress " M "and" " to choose the weight till "400" display.

4) Press ' [START/#30SEE! ' to start cooking.

8. Timer
1) Press " [[iM@H/CIGEK" once, and the LED will display " 0:00 ".

2) Set timer. (Consult the instruction of clock setting.)

3) Press ' STARTHS0SEE!" to start the timer.

4) The buzzer will ring when the time count down.

9. Inquiring Function
1) In cooking state, press " THMEHCIOEK ", the current time will be displayed 3 seconds.

2) In states of microwave, press "Nicfowave " the current power will be displayed 3 seconds.

3) In states of grill and combination cooking, press "€fibil" the current menu will be
displayed 3 seconds.

11. Lock-out Function for Children

Lock: In waiting state, press " [STOPJCancel8| " for 3 seconds, there will be a long beep
denoting entering the children-lock state and the locked indicator will display if the
time has been set, otherwise, the LED will display" £LZ 23 "

Lock quitting: In locked state, press "STOPJCanceld" for 3 seconds, there will be a long
"beep" denoting that the lock is released.

Trouble shooting

Normal

Microwave oven interfering
TV reception

Radio and TV reception may be interfered when
microwave oven operating. It is similar to the
interference of small electrical appliances, like
mixer, vacuum cleaner, and electric fan.

It is normal.

Dim oven light

In low power microwave cooking, oven light may
become dim. It is normal.

Steam accumulating on
door, hot air out of vents

In cooking, steam may come out of food. Most will
get out from vents. But some may accumulate
on cool place like oven door. It is normal.

Oven started accidentally
with no food in.

It is forbidden to run the unit without any food inside.
It is very dangerous.
